Classes: All standard individual in-hand, group in-hand, Amateur Handler, Materiale & Sport Horse 
Under Saddle offered both days.  Individual Breed classes (IBC) will be offered Saturday only. IBC 
classes must have a minimum of 3 horses entered to make. Refer to standard sport horse class list for 
class number. Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current 
USEF Rule Book will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith. 
 
Awards: Prizes for first place and ribbons through sixth in each class except USDF championship 
classes. Awards and ribbons for Champion and Reserve will be awarded in all championship classes. 
Breed awards will be offered and information concerning same will be posted on the official website. 
Copies of registration papers must be submitted with entry for eligibility.   

�
Entries: Submit all entry forms (one entry form for each sho w), copies of rider/owner/trainer/horse 
USEF/USDF cards, coggins, and payments to Show Secr etary  (address on front page). All fees 
MUST accompany entries. No telephone entries accepted. Late entries will be accepted if space available 
and accompanied by a $25 post entry fee. Any changes after closing date will incur a $10 change fee. 
Send separate check for each show and made payable to  PROUD MEADOWS. Tentative order of go 
will be available by June 2, 2009 and posted on: www.lostridgefarm.com web site. Official order of go will 
be posted at the show office by noon Friday, June 5, 2008. 
 
Arenas & Footing: Classes will be held in 100’ x 250’ indoor arena. Arena is well lit, top quality 
sand/rubber footing, screened, sound system, kick board, and insulated. An outdoor sand arena, 130’ x 
325’, is available for warm-up and a round pen is available for lunging. 
 
Stabling: Limited 12x12 permanent stalls with full doors and 10x10 and 10x20 tent stalls with full doors 
will be used. First bedding included. Stabling requests accepted and granted if possible. If not stabling, 
$25/day grounds fee. All stallions must be stabled; NO EXCEPTIONS. A stabling fee or a grounds fee is 
required for each horse brought on grounds.  A $25.00 per stall per day fee will apply to horses  
arriving early (before noon Friday) or late (not de parting the last day of the show).  
 
Numbers:  Numbers must be worn at all times when a horse is out of stall.  Each horse/rider combination 
is considered a separate entry and must fill out a separate entry form and will be issued a different 
number. 
 
Rule Enforcement:  All rules will be enforced from the time a competitor arrives on the show grounds. 

 
Signatures: Any and all handlers, assistant handlers, drivers, riders, trainers, owners, agents, lessees, 
parent or guardian of a junior exhibitor, and coaches of horses (or riders) are required to sign an entry 
blank and must be USEF members or pay a non-member fee . 
 
Motorized Vehicles: Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a 
motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of 
any kind including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles on the 
competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate 
the above described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s 
license. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or 
trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the 
child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the 
competition and charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Chapter 6. 
Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this 
rule. (If your competition bans motorized vehicles, please contact our office for further instruction.) 
 
 
Post Entries: Post entries will be allowed on a space available first come-first-served basis. Applicable 
show fees will apply including the late fee. No entry will be allowed after a class has begun.   
 



Conduct of Show : Show Management reserves the right to limit entries, add or divide classes, to add or 
substitute judges, to cancel awards and prizes and/or make whatever changes are required by 
circumstances to the competition specifications listed herein. Show Management reserves the right to 
cancel classes insufficiently filled and to refuse or require withdrawal of an entry for cause deemed 
sufficient by Show Management. 
 
Concurrent Classes:  All entries into qualifying classes must be entered in the same non-qualifying 
classes. 
 
Scores: It is the Competitor’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of all scores. Scoring errors must be 
reported to the Show Secretary within ONE hour of official posting of the scores from the last class of the 
show day during which the score was earned. 
 
Coggins Tests: Negative Coggins within the past 12 MONTHS is required. Failure to enclose a copy with 
entry or present it on the day of the show will result in elimination without return of fees. Original Coggins 
must be available for inspection during the show. Any horse that develops a communicable disease may 
be removed at management’s discretion.  Competition Management will assume no responsibility for the 
health of horses being stabled. Owners are warned they enter horses at their own risk. 
 
Prize Money : Prize money, if applicable, will be mailed to the owner of record within 30 days of the show. 
 
Name of Horse: Horse name and Owner on the entry blank must match USEF and USDF 
documentation. 
 
Horse Age : Any horse is considered to be 1 year old on the first day of January following the actual date 
of foaling. For under-saddle classes a horse must be at least 36 months of age at the time of the 
competition. 
 
Adult Amateur : Competitor is eligible to compete from the beginning of the calendar year in which they 
reach the age of 22 and providing they hold a current USEF amateur card.  JR/YR: Individuals are eligible 
as Juniors until the end of the calendar year in which they reach the age of 18. Individuals are eligible as 
Young Riders from the beginning of the calendar year in which they reach the age of 16 until the end of 
the calendar year in which they reach the age of 21.  JR/YR classes encompass both classifications. 
 
Opening Date : The earliest date (postmark) Competition Management will accept an Entry into its show. 
Entries received before the Opening Date will be returned. 
 
Closing Date : The LAST date Competition Management requires a postmark on an Entry into its show. 
The show may refuse entries before the closing date if it fills the show. The show may accept entries after 
closing (post entries) with a late fee if the show has not filled. 
 
Pony Height : Any animal that does not exceed 148 cm (58.268 in) (approximately 14.2 ¼ hands) without 
shoes, and 149 cm with shoes. Any animal competing in classes limited to ponies m ust submit a 
copy of a USEF measurement certificate with its ent ry or management may require the pony to be 
measured at the competition.  Please notify management prior to the closing date if you require a 
pony to be measured at the competition.  
 
Sharps Containers:  Competition management shall place a minimum of one sharps container per each 
competition, whether or not stabling is provided. Additionally, at least one sharps container per fifty 
occupied stalls for the disposal of needles and other disposable sharp instruments in convenient locations 
in barns housing competition horses. It is competition management’s responsibility to replace such 
containers when full and dispose of them properly. Competition management may fine any individuals 
including trainers, owners, exhibitors, or their ag ents up to $100 for improper disposal of needles 
or other sharp disposable instruments.  Competition management will place a notice of this 
requirement either in its prize list or on a specific handout given to trainers on check in at the competition. 
If local law has different requirements, local law will prevail. Competitions failing to comply with placing 



the required number of containers on the show grounds will be considered in violation of the rules and 
may be subject to penalty as determined by the CEO or Executive Director and/or the Hearing 
Committee. 
 
Warm-up & Lunging:  Warm-up available outdoors.  Lunging permitted in round pen only. 
 
Horse Show Office :  Opens 12:00 pm Friday and one hour prior to starting ride each day.  The Show 
Office telephone number is (512) 565-1134. 
 
Emergency Medical Service :  On the grounds during show. 
 
Entry Cancellation and Refund Policy:  Before closing date – Full refund less office fee. On or After 
closing date – No Refund, with the exception of fees collected on behalf of USEF (drug fees) and USDF 
(qualifying fees), these fees will be mailed one month after the end of the competition for entries that were 
cancelled. Before the show, please contact the show secretary if you are not coming. Once you are at the 
show, please notify the show office if you are scratching a class. Please do not be a ‘NO SHOW’. This 
policy includes event cancellation due to severe weather or other emergency. 
 
Hazardous Weather/Act of God/Accident Policy:  Management reserves the right to cancel any class 
due to hazardous weather, Act of God or Accident.  Every effort will be made to reschedule with priority 
given to Great American/USDF qualifying classes being offered.  No refund for cancellations due to this 
policy. 
 
This is the 
official website for the competition and should be referred to for any updates and changes.  Additional 
prize lists and entry forms can be downloaded from this site.

Exception: Horses entered in classes exempted from the Equine Drugs and Medication fee are also 
exempt from the balance of the Federation fee.

It is the responsibility of the rider to know the r ules applying to showing in the Dressage 
Discipline. THE RULES MAY HAVE CHANGED FROM THE 200 8 RULE BOOK. IT IS THE 
COMPETITORS RESPONSIBILITY TO CHECK THE CURRENT 200 9 RULE BOOK FOR ANY 
CHANGES. The listed rules are only general and are subject to change at the discretion 
of the Board of Directors of USEF.  Current rules c an be found on www.usef.org . 
 
One whip no longer than 47.2 inches (120 cm), including lash may be carried in all classes 
except USEF/USDF Championships, USEF National Dressage Championships, USEF High 
Performance Championships, USEF High Performance qualifying and selection trials, and 
observation classes. (Exception: Competitors riding sidesaddle may carry a whip no longer than 
47.2 inches (120 cm), including lash, in USEF/USDF Championships.) One whip no longer than 
47.2 inches (120 cm), including lash may be carried in all qualifying classes (including NAYRC 
and NAJC) unless such use is otherwise prohibited by FEI or Federation rules or selection 
procedures for the classes. An adjustable-length whip may not be carried by a mounted rider. 
 

THE US EQUESTRIAN FEDERATION RULES 
 

EVERY CLASS OFFERED HEREIN WHICH IS COVERED BY THE RULES AND 
SPECIFICATIONS OF THE CURRENT USEF RULE BOOK WILL B E CONDUCTED AND 
JUDGED IN ACCORDANCE THEREWITH. 
 

USEF MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT 
 
Life, senior active and junior active members shall  be eligible to participate in all classes 
at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at t he Preliminary Level or above and 
Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level , Dressage, Reining and Vaulting 
Competitions and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may p articipate as a handler, rider, 
driver, owner, lessee, agent, coach or trainer at R egular Competitions, Eventing 
Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Compet itions and Combined Driving 
Competitions upon payment of a $30 nonmember regist ration fee. Participants in the 
following classes are exempted from the Requirement s of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) 
exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H  members; 5) walk trot and academy 
classes (academy classes are classes limited to hor ses used regularly in a lesson 
program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA 
Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity class es, 9) citizens of other nations who 
have proof, in English, of current membership in go od standing of their own National 
Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage 
Sport Horse Breeding classes. 

 
UNITED STATES EQUESTRIAN FEDERATION (USEF) ENTRY AG REEMENT 

 
By entering a Federation-licensed Competition and signing this entry blank as the Owner, 
Lessee, Trainer, Manager, Agent, Coach, Driver, Rider, Handler, Vaulter or Longeur and on 
behalf of myself and my principals, representatives, employees and agents, I agree that I am 
subject to the Bylaws and Rules of The United States Equestrian Federation, Inc. (the 
“Federation”) and the local rules of the competition. I agree to be bound by the Bylaws and 
Rules of the Federation and the competition. I will accept as final the decision of the Hearing 
Committee on any question arising under the Rules, and agree to release and hold harmless 
the competition, the Federation, their officials, directors and employees for any action taken 



under the Rules. I represent that I am eligible to enter and/or participate under the rules, and 
every horse I am entering is eligible as entered. I also agree that as a condition of and in 
consideration of acceptance of entry, the Federation and/or the competition may use or assign 
photographs, videos, audios, cable-casts, or other likenesses of me and my horse taken during 
the course of the competition for the promotion, coverage or benefit of the competition, sport, or 
the Federation. Those likenesses shall not be used to advertise a product and they may not be 
used in such a way as to jeopardize amateur status. I hereby expressly and irrevocably waive 
and release any rights in connection with such use, including any claim to compensation, 
invasion of privacy, right of publicity, or to misappropriation. The construction and application of 
Federation rules are governed by the State of New York, and any action instituted against the 
Federation must be filed in New York State. See GR908.4. 
 

USEF MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS 
 

To be eligible to participate as a rider, driver, owner, handler, vaulter, longeur, lessee, agent, 
coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or 
above, Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Endurance and 
Vaulting Competitions, persons must be Members of the Federation as provided in GR202 or if 
not a member, must pay a registration fee as provided in GR207 (for exceptions see GR901.9).  
Exception:  Applications for Federation Individual Membership and Horse Recordings submitted 
at Licensed Competitions: 
·  For Dressage Competitions, reference Bylaw 223, Section 1:  Applications are considered 

effective on the date the application and dues are received by the Competition Secretary 
provided the application is signed and dated by the Competition Secretary on that same day.   

·  Applications completed online at the competition are effective the date the application is 
submitted. 

 
A) USEF MEMBERS:  If an exhibitor does not submit the proper membership documentation to the 

competition and the competition cannot verify such information, (with the exception of Federation 
measurement cards) the exhibitor will be responsible to pay a $30 nonmember fee which is non-
refundable. 

B) USEF NON-MEMBERS: The amount of the non-member registration fee will be established annually 
by the Federation. Unless otherwise established, the fee will be $30 and must be collected by all 
appropriate competitions and remitted to the Federation (for exceptions see GR901.9).  Non-US 
citizens who are members in good standing of their National Federations are exempt from payment of 
the Non-Member fee. 

C) Every person who has reached his/her 18th birthday and competes in classes for amateurs under 
Federation rules must possess current amateur certification issued by the Federation. This 
certification must be available for inspection or the competitor must have lodged with the competition 
secretary, at least one hour prior to such class, an application for such certification provided by the 
Federation. Forms may be obtained from the Federation. Certification will be issued only on receipt of 
the application properly signed and is revocable at any time for cause. Any person who has not 
reached his/her 18th birthday is an amateur and does not require amateur certification.   
·  An amateur continues to be such until he/she has received a change in status from the 

Federation. Any amateur who wishes to be re-classified on the grounds that he/she has engaged 
or is planning on engaging in activities which would prevent him/her from continuing to remain an 
amateur must notify the Federation in writing.  

·  There is no fee for amateur certification for Senior Active or Life Members. An annual fee of $30 
will be charged for an amateur card or amateur certification for an individual who is not a member 
of The Federation or Equine Canada. Such certification will expire on November 30th.  

·  If a person violates or does not comply with the above, he/she will not be eligible to compete in 
amateur classes and will not be entitled to an award in such classes and will be deemed guilty of 
a violation within the meaning of Chapter 7 in the event he/she does compete. 

 



USDF NON-MEMBERS: Effective 10/1/2007: For each USDF non-member owner/lessee and USDF nonmember 
rider there will be a USDF non-member fee of $20 per competition that must be collected by the show secretary 
and submitted along with the USDF Report of Fees document. In addition, a $5 affidavit fee must be collected if 
the person cannot provide a copy of their USDF NM card. (For persons applying for the first time for a 
nonmember number the $5 affidavit fee is not required.) Owners/lessees or riders exempt from the nonmember 
number requirements are also exempt from paying the USDF non-member fee (see exception below). An 
individual with a USDF NM identification number is not eligible for any USDF embership benefits. Competitors 
can apply for a USDF NM identification number on line or at the competition. Once a USDF NM number has 
been assigned, a USDF NM card can be obtained from the USDF Web site.  

 
Exception: Riders and owners/lessees competing only in classes which are exempt from the USDF HID 
requirements are also exempt from the USDF non-member ID requirements. These classes include 
Individual Breed Classes (IBC) at DSHB competitions; breed restricted dressage or DSHB classes at 
Regular Competitions (e.g. all Arabian, all Friesian, or all Morgan classes); USDF Introductory Level, Pas de 
Deux, or Quadrille classes; FEI ParaEquestrian classes; or leadline, exhibitions, games and races, classes 
for 4-H members, walk-trot and academy classes. Also exempt are Handlers of horses competing in DSHB
